The Board of Trustees of Concord Township met on Thursday, August 26, 2010 at the Concord Township Fire Station.  Chairman Koch called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The roll was called and present were Trustees Karen Koch, Bart Johnson and Joe Garrett.  
The minutes from the previous meeting were read.  Mr. Johnson moved and Mr. Garrett seconded to accept the minutes with approved changes.  Vote: Koch, yes; Garrett, yes; Johnson, yes.

Motion to move into Executive Session for the purpose of discussing personnel changes was made by Trustee Karen Koch and seconded by Trustee Bart Johnson.  Vote: Koch; yes, Garrett; yes, Johnson; yes.

Motion to return to Regular Session was made by Trustee Koch and seconded by Trustee Johnson.  Vote: Koch; yes, Garrett; yes, Johnson; yes.

New Business

Motion to hire Ric Irvine as the interim, part-time Zoning Inspector with the salary of $15,000 per year was made by Trustee Johnson and seconded by Trustee Koch.  Vote:  Koch; yes, Garrett; yes, Johnson; yes.

Motion to hire Chief Todd Cooper as the interim Director of Operations was made by Trustee Johnson and seconded by Trustee Koch.  Vote: Koch; yes, Garrett; yes, Johnson; yes.

Trustee Koch was contacted by the Tartan Fields Homeowners Association and told they would not loan the requested $5,000 to fill the foundation at Bill Adams’ Brodie Boulevard property.  The current owner does not have the funds to fill the foundation.  The Trustees decided they would have to move forward to take care of the property.  The options discussed by the Trustees were to cap the foundation, fill it with stone or dirt, or knock down the poured foundation and fill with dirt.  Zoning Inspector Irvine said he was familiar with the property and would investigate the options and the price differences. 

Eldon Johnston sent an extensive e-mail to the Trustees and spoke to Trustee Koch regarding the proposed Cook Road round-about.  The e-mail will be forwarded to Cook Road residents with properties attached to the roundabout to answer their questions.  The current focus is on the bridge replacement which is scheduled for completion in 2011.  Other questions may not be answered until later in the project.  

Old Business

Trustee Johnson introduced Change Order G1 for $3,245.00, which pertained to the dumpster enclosure at the new township building.  The current unstable fence and gate would be replaced by a posted fence and gate with a similar look to the new building.  Motion to approve Change Order G1 with the additional $3,245.00 was made by Trustee Johnson and seconded by Trustee Garrett.  Vote:  Koch; yes, Garrett; yes, Johnson; yes.

Trustee Johnson also introduced Change Order E2 for $577.00 which included a light pole and footer.  The Road Department would perform the labor so the added cost is strictly for materials.  Motion to approve Change Order E2 for an additional $577.00 was made by Trustee Garrett and seconded by Trustee Koch.  Vote:  Koch; yes, Garrett; yes, Johnson; yes.

Trustee Koch introduced a Change Order for $325.00 which would add two extra floor drains in the restrooms.  Chief Cooper stated that the concrete was already poured and it was probably too late to install the drains.  Trustee Johnson mentioned that Change Orders should be sent to him rather than Fiscal Officer Jill Davis.  The change order was dated 8/15/10.  Trustee Johnson offered to follow up.

Trustee Garrett has been investigating the Preservation Park Grants.  Trustee Johnson mentioned the township received a grant for the fence around the new baseball field.  Trustee Johnson added when applying for grants after receiving one, a picture must be submitted with the application.  A grant was turned down for that reason in the past.  Trustee Garrett added that up to three applications could be turned in at the same time and thought a grant for a new tennis court and trees along the walk path with a possible work out area for pull-ups etc. in an area along the path should be submitted.  The Trustees agreed the tennis court was the first priority and the application would be for 75% of the cost.  Trustee Koch added the estimate for the tennis court last year was around $50,000.  Trustee Johnson offered to get a proposal for both the tennis court and trees within the next week in order to meet the grant application deadline.

Trustee Garrett and Chief Cooper met with a representative from our website company to discuss the new website for Concord Township.  Trustee Garrett provided Trustees Johnson and Koch an initial web layout for their review.

An update on the Home Road turn lanes into Bellpoint Park was given by Trustee Johnson.  The original bids to the county were $100,000 over budget.  The trees along Home Road were prematurely cut down for the project and the project is currently on hold.  Frank Niday mentioned the minutes from the previous meeting read as though the project was to begin in September.  Trustee Johnson replied that was the assumption at that time when the county re-bid the project.  The Trustees agreed the minutes from the 8/12/10 meeting would be changed to read, ‘Bid will be open on the 24th, expecting progress to begin.’
Motion to join the Upper Scioto Watershed Planning Partnership at no cost to the township was made by Trustee Johnson and seconded by Trustee Garrett.  This partnership is through Mid-Ohio Regional Planning Commission for all entities within the Upper Scioto watershed.  Vote:  Koch; yes, Garrett; yes, Johnson; yes.

Motion to approve payout of accrued sick leave at fifty percent and vacation at one hundred percent for David Leitch was made by Trustee Johnson and seconded by Trustee Garrett.  Vote: Koch; yes, Garrett; yes, Johnson; yes.

Trustee Garrett was contacted by the Homeowner’s Association regarding Maynard Road.  The HOA inquired if the township would print the speed limit directly on the road as it had been in the past and if the speed signs could be moved to a better location.  Trustee Johnson mentioned the road department probably still had the stencil and the Trustees agreed the speed limit would be painted directly onto the road.  Trustee Garrett offered to follow up with the HOA.

Fire Department

The firemen participated in the “Fill The Boot” contest over the weekend.  Trustee Johnson mentioned there were baseball games at the park on Saturday and it would be a good opportunity for the firemen to walk around the park.

Chief Cooper provided two quotes for a fire service feasibility study.  Chief Cooper asked the Trustees to review the quotes for the next meeting.

Chairman Koch certified the Fiscal Officer provided the current financial reports for the township.  Completing business the Fiscal Officer certified funds have been appropriated and money is in the treasury to pay the bills.  Therefore, Ms. Koch moved and Mr. Johnson seconded to approve purchase orders and pending warrants #792, 6768 void, 7140-7175 totaling $157,824.97.  Vote: Koch, yes; Garrett, yes; Johnson, yes.

As there was no further business Chairman Koch moved to adjourn.  Trustee Johnson seconded the motion.  Vote: Koch, yes; Garrett, yes; Johnson, yes.  Meeting adjourned.
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
