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The Concord Township Board of Trustees met in regular session on Monday, September 26, 2011.  Chairman Karen Koch called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Roll was called; in attendance were Trustees Karen Koch, Joe Garrett and Bart Johnson.
The minutes of the previous meeting were read.  Trustee Johnson moved and Trustee Garrett seconded to approve the minutes as read.  Vote: 3-0.  Mr. Johnson moved to amend his previous motion; Mr. Garrett seconded this motion.  Vote: 3-0.  Mr. Johnson moved to approve the minutes from the previous meeting with two corrections.  Mr. Garrett seconded this motion.  Vote: 3-0.
Public Input 
Brett Bergefurd, Delaware County Deputy Drainage Engineer, spoke to the Board about NPDES Phase II, a United States EPA federally mandated, unfunded, regulation.  This regulation applies to Stormwater Discharges from Public Facilities, and requires counties and townships to comply to a permit for their storm drains and ditches.  In 2002 there was a provision that allowed government entities to co-permit to save costs (which currently includes Delaware County, and Concord, Liberty, Orange and Genoa townships).  The first five-year permit for developmental phase lasted until 2009.  The current permit cycle (2009-2014) consists of implementation of the program.  The county’s storm sewer map is now compiled on their GIS program and includes buildings, properties, etc. that have Stormwater drainage.  The 2012 budget amount for Concord Township paid to the County Engineer’s Office for the co-permit and Stormwater management program services will be the same as 2011: $9,556.80.  Concord Township’s inclusion on the co-permit is the result of 2000 census population figures, showing the area (four southernmost townships in county) has an impact on water quality.  Trustee Garrett asked if there was water quality testing as part of the permit.  Since this area is considered Phase II, no testing is required yet.  Columbus is a Phase I community and is required to do water quality testing.  Discussion continued on different types of regulations, and Stormwater quantity and quality differences.  The three main requirements of the permit are: 1-reducing the discharge of pollutants to the maximum extent practicable, 2-protecting water quality, and 3-satisfying the appropriate water quality requirements of the Clean Water Act (brochure attached).
Old Business

Trustee Garrett noted the deadline had passed for the 2012 park grant application, but discussion was held on future park projects.  Mr. Garrett mentioned he would like to see the township build a lacrosse field due to increased local interest.  Residents could at least practice there.  A dual purpose field and sand volleyball court were also mentioned as ideas.  Director of Operations, Todd Cooper, will investigate some options.

Mr. Johnson is meeting with Assistant Prosecutor Betts tomorrow regarding National Contracting Group (NCG).  Fiscal Officer Davis has prepared an invoice for the liquidated damages.  This will not be sent until discussed with Mr. Betts.  

New Business

Trustee Koch mentioned a for-profit art camp group from Olentangy Schools asked about the park.  She also noted a resident contacted her about limbs hanging over the road, which will be checked.

Zoning Inspector, Ric Irvine, reported slow activity with only six permits issued so far.  He will follow-up with Mr. Betts on continuing violation issues.

Mr. Cooper reported on township operations:
1- The zoning trailer will be sold to the State of Ohio Scioto Juvenile Corrections Facility.  He is waiting for a check from the State; the bill of sale is being prepared.

2- The tennis court has been excavated.  Change orders to the contract include additional gravel required in the amount of $1,417.00 and parking lot corner extension is the amount of $1,000.00.  Mr. Garrett moved and Mr. Johnson seconded to approve both change orders in the amount of $2,417.00.  Vote: 3-0.

3- The parking lot pavement damaged in front of the dumpster was repaired and the dumpster will be removed.  A trailer will be used instead to prevent future damage.

4- Server options are still being explored.  One company has prepared a bid and another will be sought for a server that will handle both the fire dept and administrative offices.

5- The water test on the township building lobby windows failed, so the glass company will work on the problem.  Trustees Garrett and Johnson asked who would pay for repairs and at what point do they pull the glass out and put in a different application.  Johnson already addressed the glass issue with the architect and got no response.  Garrett suggested to replace, pay for, and hand over to Mr. Betts for collection from either NCG, Advanced Glass or McCall Sharp Architecture.

6- The fire line test by Fireguard passed inspection.

7- The landscaping in front of the new building is complete, but needs more mulching.
8- Two estimates were received for sealing and re-striping the entire parking lot at the park and township building.  Both estimates were fore similar application, but different products.  Results were Sheedy Paving $9,395.00 and Black Diamond $11,498.00.  Mr. Johnson moved and Mr. Garrett seconded to approve the estimate from Sheedy Paving in the amount of $9,395.00.  Vote: 3-0.
9- Mr. Cooper received bid specifications for the City of Columbus pickup trucks purchased from Ricart Ford in the amount of $27,189.00.  If approved for purchase for the road department, additional equipment would be needed from Kaffenbarger Equipment in the amount of $10,045.00:  stainless steel V-box salt spreader, conveyor and spinner, hydraulic pump, installation included.  Mr. Johnson moved and Mr. Garrett seconded to approve purchase an F350 pickup #7 per City of Columbus contract with a Western Snow Plow for $27,189.00.  Vote: 3-0.  Mr. Johnson moved to approve purchase of the Swenson stainless steel V-box salt spreader as bid from Kaffenbarger for $10,045.00.  Mr. Garrett seconded this motion.  Vote: 3-0.  
10- Mr. Cooper requested approval to sell the current road department truck, with 106,000 miles, snow blade and salt box on govdeals.com.  Discussion was held on minimum bid amounts, trade-in values and legal advice from Mr. Betts.  Mr. Johnson moved to sell the 2003 Dodge Ram pickup truck, with snow blade, salt box, current and old truck beds for minimum bid of $4,000.00.  Mr. Garrett seconded this motion.  Vote: 3-0.

Chairman Koch certified the Fiscal Officer provided the current financial reports for the township.  Completing business the Fiscal Officer certified funds have been appropriated and money is in the treasury to pay the bills.  Therefore, Mr. Garrett moved and Mr. Johnson seconded to approve purchase orders and pending warrants #941-944, 8140-8176, all totaling $150,596.61.  Vote: 3-0.
As there was no further business, Mr. Johnson moved to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Garrett seconded this motion.  Vote: 3-0; meeting adjourned.
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
